Harper has always been driven to pursue his love of pedagogy alongside his
performance and choreographic career. Through this he has developed an
approach to instruction that encourages non violent communication and
promotes the exploration of artistic sensibilities, both in theory and physical
practice, while emphasising the universality and accessibility of movement to
all that wish to experience it.
